1997 Community visioning sessions begin to gather input and ideas about higher education opportunities in North Forest.

2005 HCC and NFISD Trustees approve partnership that allows waivers of Dual Credit courses for NFISD students up to
$76,000 per year in exchange for In-Kind use of North Forest Facilities for instructional programs and services.

2009 HCC continues to offer North Forest residents Dual Credit courses, College Options, Traditional College Courses
and continuing education.
